STANDARD CONDITIONS FOR FILMING IN FIJI

GENERAL

1. Schedule Changes:
The production shall advise Film Fiji and other organizations immediately of any changes that may occur to the schedule and
nature of the filming activity.

2. Licences/Approvals:
The production shall obtain all appropriate licenses and approvals (e.g. Location permits, drone licenses, city/town permits and
native land permission) prior to the activity.

3. Equipment:
The production shall provide details to Film Fiji and Customs of all equipment associated with the activity.

4. Health and Safety:
Film crew shall comply with the National Occupational Heath & Safety Services and the Health Safety at Work Act 1996.

5. Contacts:
The production shall ensure that they provide Film Fiji and other relevant authorities, details of the person in charge on the day of
filming activity prior to the activity.
